2) INHALE: Thank God that He has cleansed you by His blood and ask the Spirit to be in the driver’s seat of your life. Allow Him to have control. Believe God to answer His promise to fill you, control and empower you, with His Spirit.

What has always been a big problem for believers according to Galatians 3:1-5?
People get off to a great start as they put their faith in jesus for Salvation and life change. But as they go along, they start to think that they need to “be good” in their own strength. 
( The first step in Spiritual Breathing is to Exhale – confess our sins. What is a common misconception re: confession?
Many people just give lip service – they admit something is a sin without agreeing with God, having the same heart attitude toward their sin that God does – it is destructive and must be removed at all costs.
