So What?
When we discuss some of the more abstract ideas revealed in the Christmas story, it can be hard to understand how this connects to my everyday life. Later we will talk of the love that is shown forth in this incredible event in human history, but today the focus is on the person of Jesus Himself.
At Christmas time the focus is on a tiny, helpless baby born in a strange place. We see nativity scenes with the various livestock gathered around. We see the feed trough converted into a cradle. 
As tender as that scene is, as traditional and heart-warming, it can often send a message that Jesus is likewise weak and helpless. Though this was His entrance into our world, it barely represents His being.
John’s gospel begins His story much farther back in time. Before the genealogies, before angel proclamations, before a young woman finds out that her womb would carry the Son of the Almighty and Savior of the world, God the Son was living and active, mighty in power and majestic in glory!
