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Invasion of the Creator God

Introduction
Family Trees, Earthly Origins
The gospels of Matthew and Luke open up with the story of Jesus’ birth and the family trees of His mother Mary and stepfather Joseph. Small hints as to His true nature are given by Gabriel when he spoke with Mary directly and to Joseph in a dream. To Mary he said, “He will be called great and the Son of the Most High… the holy one to be born to you will be called the Son of God.” To Joseph he said, “All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: ‘The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel’ (which means “God with us”).”
Despite these hints, the focus is on Jesus’ earthly existence and earthly heritage. Only when we get to the Gospel of John do we see the veil lifted and Jesus is shown for who He is – God Himself. Let’s look at these verses together…
Responsive Reading – John 1:1-5, 10-14, 16-18; Col. 1:16
What do we learn from these passages? First, we learn that at the very beginning, when there was nothing else, there was the Trinity…
I. 
The BEGINNING – The TRINITY
A. 
The Word Was WITH and WAS God
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2He was with God in the beginning.

Jesus = Word = Logos – Logic, reason, wisdom, language…
B.
Father, Son & Holy Spirit TOGETHER in GLORY 
John 1:14, 18
14 The Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us. We have seen His glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.

18 No one has ever seen God, but God the One and Only, who is at the Father’s side, has made Him known.
John 17:5
And now, Father, glorify Me in Your presence with the glory I had with You before the world began.
So, we see that Jesus is God Himself, the second person of the Trinity, clothed in glory before the world began. What were His actions in His majestic existence as God the Son? The Gospel of John answers part this question as well…
II. 
Jesus’ ACTIONS – CREATED the World!
A. 
Through Jesus ALL Things Were Made
3 Through Him all things were made; without Him nothing was made that has been made.
Despite denials or qualifications by the Christian cults, nothing exists in this world (aside from God Himself) that was not made by Jesus. This is a powerful claim. Jesus, therefore, is greater than all creation. He is greater than the angels and demons and Satan himself. 

All these things came into existence by His power.
B.
Created by the WORD of His COMMAND 
Repeatedly in God’s Word, He reveals how He created the world. It was not through random, chance processes. It was not through trial and error. Rather, the Bible clearly says that everything came into being at the will of God by His command.
Hebrews 11:3
By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible.
Psalm 33:6, 9
By the word of the LORD the heavens were made, their starry host by the breath of His mouth.
For He spoke, and it came to be; He commanded, and [the world] stood firm.
This is seen repeatedly in Genesis One:
Genesis 1:3ff
And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light.
Over and over again we read, “And God said…. And it was so.”
Stop for a moment and grasp this. So complete is His power, so complete the Word that proceeds from His mouth that ALL things were declared into existence by our Lord Jesus Christ.
As we read earlier in Colossians 1:16:
16 For by Him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by Him and for Him.
Grasp this. Remember the Children’s Message. Jesus created all the beautiful things we can see – oceans and waterfalls, mountains and plains. But also all those things we cannot see.
The invisible includes all the microscopic stuff that were not visible to the naked eye but which we have discovered in only the last 100 years.

· Oxygen molecules

· the DNA molecule with its thousands of bits of information

· bacteria and viruses – good ones and bad

But also the unseen things which bless our every day lives: 

· Love

· Kindness and gentleness

· Creativity

· Courage and self-sacrifice

· Goodness
· Loyalty and trustworthiness

These things would not spring into existence on their own. The evolutionary biologist and philosopher are baffled by these things. They do not help with the survival of the fittest. In fact, they seem to go against the grain of the evolutionary process. 

Where did these things come from if not from the heart of the One who brought all things into existence? 

In some ways these are the very fingerprints of God the Son. A forensic scientist would examine the world and see these things and say that they point to the perpetrator of Creation.

That is one reason why evil is such a philosophical problem for many. They look at those things that are evil and harmful in our world and say, either God is not good or there is no God. But we know from the scriptures that the world is not as God designed it originally. Rather, it is like a great piece of art that has been vandalized. Sin and Satan have twisted and distorted the original masterpiece that was declared to be very good.
But beneath this graffiti, the masterpiece is still visible and it points to Jesus!
Conclusion
So, this Christmas season, I ask you this question:
Who Is Jesus? TINY Baby or GREAT GOD?
We get great comfort and peace knowing that this little baby in the manger is God with us.
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
