Walking Worthy In Real Life:

We need constant reminding that following the Holy Spirit and letting Him be in charge is essential to successfully live the Christian life. Jesus strongly emphasized that He would not leave His disciples as orphans, but would send the Spirit to be with them and IN them. In Luke 24:49 and Acts 1:4-5, He instructed them to wait until He had clothed them with the power of the Holy Spirit.

If this was a huge deal for His followers, who had spent three years working with Him and listening to His teachings day after day, do you think this is important for us?
Answers will vary… Hopefully, it is clear that we would need it even more than they did. We have not had the first person training experience that they did.
According to Acts 1:8, what is one of the things we will be able to do with the Holy Spirit’s power? Is that something that is difficult for you now?
We will have the Spirit’s power to be witnesses for Jesus.
Answers will vary for the second question. But most people typically have fears and struggles in this area.

We enjoy the Spirit’s power in our lives when we surrender our self will to god’s will and pray that the Spirit would fill us—control and empower us—for our daily life. What is the hardest thing for you in trying to become more like Jesus? 


Take that area and dedicate it to God. Pray and give Him permission to do whatever He wishes to change this area of your life.

Why was it a good thing for Jesus’ disciples and us that Jesus left and sent the Holy Spirit to us? (John 16:7, 14:16-18)
The Holy Spirit can be in each and every believer at once without any limitations geographically. While Jesus was on earth, He could only be one place at a time. If He was with you, He might not be with me.
( 
What is the Holy Spirit doing for us? 
He comes to change our lives, to help us experience God and His power in our lives, to convict us of sin and to guide us.
(
How do we know that the Holy Spirit is One with Jesus and yet has a different role from Him?
Jesus made it clear that the Holy Spirit was another who was the same as Jesus. He was not different from, but the same as.
But Jesus also said that the Holy Spirit was sent by the Father, following His lead, and that He can only speak what Jesus tells Him to speak. The Spirit doesn’t just say whatever comes into His mind to say.
(
Why do we NEED the Holy Spirit??
We don’t have the power to live the Christian life without His help. 
We need His power to overcome our constant enemy, the devil.
What does it mean to “keep in step with the Spirit”?
It is a military command to stay in line with, to be tuned into Him so well that you match God’s steps with our steps. we will follow closely in line with God each “step” of the way of our lives.

Getting into the Bible
One of the most powerful ministries of the Holy Spirit in our lives is His role as our teacher. As you can see in the box on the left, Jesus promised that the HS would teach us all things. Let’s study a little more about this vital role in our lives.
(
Please read over 2 Peter 1:20-21. What did the Holy Spirit have to do with the writing of the Bible?
He actually directed the prophets as to what to write. They were “carried along” by the Holy Spirit as they wrote. 
How does this affect His role as our teacher?
The Holy Spirit was the originator of the Bible, so He knows it inside and out. Therefore, He is the best tutor on the Scripture that we could ever have!
Look at 1 Corinthians 2:10-13. According to 2:10 & 2:12, why did God give us His Spirit? 
To reveal the deep things of God and so that we might understand what God has freely given us.

How did the Apostle Paul view his own teachings, according to 2:13?
He said that they were spiritual truths expressed in spiritual words.
According to 2:14, what is needed to understand God’s Word?
The Holy Spirit is needed. Otherwise, the things of God are foolishness to people. They are understood through the Spirit.
(
Look at John 14:26 in the box above left. What are the two things that the Holy Spirit will do for us? 
Teach us all things and remind us of the things Jesus said.
Have you ever struggled to remember what you have read from the Bible? According to this verse, are we limited by the abilities of our own memory?
No. According to this verse, we have a helper who will work to remind us of what Jesus says to us in His Word. 
The Holy Spirit has been sent to us to live inside of us to bring back to our minds those things that we have “heard” of Jesus’ teachings through reading the Bible. Isn’t that encouraging?!
(
In John 16:12-13, Jesus taught His disciples that the Holy Spirit would fill in the gaps of what He could not teach since His time was limited. This promise was fulfilled through the writing of the New Testament. The Holy Spirit filled in the blanks and taught them the deeper truths that they could not handle on the night Jesus would be arrested. Praise God that He did this for us! Now we have the Word of God in its completeness. Jesus gave this promise to His disciples, yet we are the beneficiaries of this two-thousand-year-old promise.
